Every week, Federal Donuts turns 500 pounds of 
spare chicken parts into the broth that becomes 
the backbone of Rooster Soup Company.

prepared by a professional chef and kitchen crew.  It’s the same
hospitality we aim for here.

And that’s not all.  BSM is the mailing address for more than 3,000 
people, enabling them to be eligible to get an ID, housing, employment 
and benefits.  There is a clothing closet, personal care packages,
medical care, legal services, benefits and housing assistance.
The list goes on and on.

But all of these services cost money.  And that’s where you come in.
