north to 926. Turn right onto
926 east. After driving through some
of the prettiest countryside the
Brandywine has to offer, you will
intersect Route 202 again — also
known as Wilmington Pike. At this
crossroads, turn south on 202 for
1-1/2 miles to find The Shoppes at
Dilworthtown Crossing — yet another loca-
tion with even more stores from
which to choose.

Today, Cheyney students
are members of a variety of
races, cultures and national-
ities representing multiple
levels of achievement from a
wide range of educational
backgrounds. Cheyney offers
baccalaureate degrees in



more than 30 disciplines as
well as a master’s degree in
education. Just a few of
the school’s noted alumni
include journalist Ed Brad-
ley of the CBS-TV’s
“60 Minutes;” Robert W.
Bogle, publisher and CEO
of the Philadelphia Tribune,
the oldest newspaper con-
tinuously owned and oper-
ated by an African-Ameri-
can; and U.S. Rep. Curt
Weldon, who represents
the 7th Congressional
District, which includes
Chester and Delaware
counties.

Community colleges across
the nation are increasingly
attracting discerning stu-
dents who desire a top-
notch, affordable educa-
tion and Delaware County
Community College is no
exception.

Be-
lieving that communication
is the key to creating and
implementing successful
workforce  development

Drexel University, ranked
as one of America’s Best
Colleges for 2005 by U.S.
News & World Report, is
widely recognized as one of
the top 50 private, non-
profit, national doctoral/
research universities in the
country.

JNA Institute was founded
in 1988 and is a leader
in culinary arts educat-
ion.

Immaculata University, a
Catholic liberal arts institu-
tion, is well known for
offering a wide variety of
liberal arts majors and has
strong programs in nutri-
tion/dietetics and music
therapy that are receiving
recognition on their own.
Founded in 1920 and
situated on 375 beautiful
acres in Chester County, the
school provides small classes
and a value-based education
that is open to people of all
faiths. Students who attend
receive the ability to be
grounded in the field of
their choice and enter the
workforce with self confi-
dence in their ability to
tackle all challenges, accord-
ing to Marie E. Moughan,
executive director of public
relations and marketing.

Founded in 1965 by the
Sisters of St. Francis of
Philadelphia, Neumann
College is widely known for
its programs in nursing and
education. Recently, several
popular programs of study
have been added, including
arts production and perfor-
mance, criminal justice and
sport management. It is the
intellectual home of more
than 2,600 undergraduate
and graduate students,
some of whom participate
in accelerated degree pro-
grams that can be complet-
ed in 15, 18 or 24 months.

Says Steven Bell, execu-
tive director of marketing
and communications for
the college: “As a Franciscan
institution, Neumann College
incorporates the concept of
social responsibility and
workplace ethics into every
program. By investing their
education at Neumann, stu-
dents receive extraordin-
ary personal attention, an
emphasis on ethical behav-
ior and excellent academic
instruction.”

In 1953, Walter R.
Garrison, a practicing engi-
neer, founded the Penn-
sylvania Institute of Tech-
nology to meet a need for
trained technicians to assist
practicing engineers in per-
forming stress analysis in

Ann Smith, director of
public affairs, says, “Among
all the regionally accredited
institutions of higher edu-
cation in the Brandywine
region, the Pennsylvania
Institute of Technology
stands apart as the technol-
ogy college of the Delaware
Valley in preparing students
to enter into the workforce
with the required level of
technological savvy.”

One of the most well known
universities in the nation,
Penn State has a branch cam-
pus nestled on 90 acres of
countryside in Middletown
Township, providing a Big
Ten education amid the hills
of the Brandywine. This
satellite campus offers 10
degree programs — includ-
ing a degree in information
sciences and technology —

that can be completed at
Delaware County. In addi-
tion, students may elect to
complete the first two years
of course work for over 180
degrees that can be complet-
ed at other Penn State cam-
puses.
